(Bobby)
Holmwood, and Dr. Geoffrey Wynne-Thomas working from
fldermaston Village, The first surgeries in Tadley were
run from Dr. Morlend's then home, at Kiln House, Silchester. -
Road, but. the pace of the expansion wes so rapid that a
small separaste surgery wes soon built in the garden: to
-accommodate new partners.  This also had to be enlawrged,
and as the populagtion grew the prectice moved to the
Holmwood Health Centre in 1973, by which time thers were
8ix pertners. To his partners.as well es his patients
Joe was alweys something of a father figure, and there is
no doubt that he enjoyed the 'pastorcl' aspect of doctor-
ing more than anything else; so much so, that after
retirement he not only continued to visit his old patients
and friends when ill at home or in hospitel, but he also .
worked voluntarily sharing in the madlcal care of pqtlents
at the Sue Ryder Home at Nettlebed. - To all those

- privileged to sherc his counsel Joe Morland brought
integrity, compassion and a dry sense of humour which’
somehow made thelr troubles easier to bear. In addition
to his professionsl activities, Joe also found time, for
many of the other good things in 1life. With Nancy his-
wife he shared a happy family 1life with three sons, two.
daughters, and latterly his grendchildren. —He also
enjoyed s wide range of nactivities snd interests as a
naturalist snd countryman and was a keen shot and fisherman.
His garden brought great enjoyment snd he was an smateur
craftaman in woocd and metal. He also gave witness to his
Christian beliefs as a past Church Warden st St. Peter's
Church, Tadley. rlthough Joe has been. tpken from us at o
comparnt1Ve1y young sage of 64, his 1life had a wholeness to
1t which enriched all these associated with him.

) died aged 88, was standing
proof that the decay of the
squirearchy is much
exaggerated.

Kind, shy, physically tough
and dedicated to public ser-
vice, “Bill” Mount was one
of the leading figures in
Berkshire for more than 60
years. He was also a notable
wartime soldier, largely res-
ponsible for founding the

ment (Royal Armoured
Corps) and for leading it in
action until he was wounded

Mount’s estate, awk-

: wardly pitched south of the
| Kennet Valley between the
{ Greenham Common air base

and the Atomic Weapons

| Research Establishment at

Aldermaston, remains a
model of sylvan tranquillity,
enlivened by his pioneering
enthusiasms.

He planted willows along
the river for Stuart Sur-
ridge’s cricket bats; he was

{ one of the first to sell the

| gravel deposits on his land,
and so help create the haunts
of coot and windsurfer which
have transformed the M4
. landscape.

His family home, Wasing
-Place — once identified
(probably wrongly) as the
original of Rosings in Pride
"and Prejudice — was requisi-
tioned during the Second
World War as offices for the

61st Reconnaissance Regi- .

Great Western Railway and
burnt to a shell in 1945 in a
fire caused by a carelessly
dropped match and made
worse by the fire engines
being dispatched to Basing
instead of Wasing.

The house was painstak-
ingly rebuilt, and an
announcement placed in The
Daily Telegraph of July 13

. 1956 read: ‘““‘Sir William and

Lady Mount have returned to
Wasing Place.”

William Malcolm Mount
was born on Dec 28, 1904,
and educated at Eton and
New College, Oxford. The
Mounts were London sta-
tioners who had published
marine charts as far back as
Pepys's day. His father and
grandfather had been MPs
for Newbury.

His father was thrown out
in the Liberzl landslide of
1906 — partly, it is said, as a
result of a Liberal allegation
that he kept Chinese ser-
vants {a damaging smear in
the years after the Boxer
Rebellion). But he regained
the seat and was created a
baronetin 1921.

His son Bill was president
of the Berkshire Conserva-
tive Association for 51 years,
but never tried for Parlia-
ment out of a mixture of
unwillingness to put himself
forward and distaste for
most practising politicians.

Bill Mount’s mother was a
Lowland Scot, whose dour
presence was relieved by a

passion for gentians and
accompanying her cousin,
the singer Gervase Elwes.

When his father dropped
dead out hunting in 1930,
Mount inherited an estate of
about 9,000 acres which
stretched much of the way
between Newbury and Read-
ing, somewhat encumbered
and run down.

His devotion to the land
and people of South Berk-
shire became consuming. He
would start up from lunch
and jump into his Land
Rover on hearing that a small
stream a couple of miles
away had been polluted.

He served as High Sheriff
and Vice-Lieutenant of Berk-
shire; chaired the county
council and the Watch Com-
mittee; was president of the
Timber Growers Organisa-
tion; and sat on many other
local and national bodies.

Asked about local govern-
ment at Wasing, his enchant-
ing wife, Nance Llewellyn,
said: ‘“‘Oh we don’t bother
with that, this is a benevolent
despotisin — at least we hope
it's benevolent,””

The outbreak of war dem-
onstrated that Mount could
display verve and courage as
well as dedication. Before
the war he had been a battery
commander in the Berkshire
Yeomanry. In.1941 he was
asked to set up the Recon-
naissance Corps, made up
from the brigade anti-tank
companies and supple-

Lt-Col Sir William Mount, Bt

mented by drafts from the

nine infantry battalions.
After he had welded these

often muiually hostile units

into a spirited fighting force, :

he wangled the transfer of
the regiment to the 50th
Northumbrian Division in
preparation for D-Day. Their
main role was to break out of
the bridgehead on the eve-
ning of D-Day and capture
Villers Bocage on D-Day + 1.

A third of the assault regi-
ment failed to get ashore,
thanks to a failure of the
rhino ferries. The next day,
with a less ambitious plan,
Mount was standing his full
6ft 3ins in his carrier, urging
on his tanks, when he was hit
in the thigh, and invalided
home. He was president of
the OQld Comrades’' Associa-
tion of the 61st “Recce"’.

Bill Mount’s hearty out-
ward manner was utterly
misleading. He was one of
the gentlest men imaginable,
easily moved, fond of Conrad
and Bach, his robust Conser-
vative views tempered by a
natural generosity and a dis-
like of cruelty-in any form.
He read the lessons in the
little Norman church at Was-
ing with a grace and restraint
which professional actors
could have learnt from.

The Mounts had three
daughters. The heir to the
baronetcy is his nephew, the
author Ferdinand Mount,
editor of the Times Literary
Supplement.

MINTURNO WAR CEMETERY, Italy
|

Minturno is about 78 kilometres north of Naples, close to the coast.
The cemetery lies several kilometres south of the town on the S57
road to Naples and is situated in the locality of Marina di Minturno
(Garigliano). To reach the cemetery take the Cassino exit from the
A1l motorway, then turn right to follow Ausonia, Formia, Minturno.
At about 30 km the road runs tangientially to a flyover. Go under
the flyover, turn left and get on it towards Scauri and Naples, then
leave it at about 6 km, turning right to Marina di Minturna. The
cemetery is permanently open and may be visited anytime.

Minturno War Cemetery lies close to the western end of the German
winter line of 1943-44, known as the Gustav Line. On this sector of
the line the 10th Corps attacked across the River Garigliano on 17th
January 1944; by the 19th the 5th Division had taken Minturno. The
site for the cemetery was chosen in January 1944, but the 10th
Corps then lost ground, the site came under German small-arms
fire, and the cemetery could not be used again until May 1944 when
the Allies launched their final advance on Rome and the US 85th
and 88th Divisions were in this sector. The burials are mainly those
of the heavy casualties incurred in crossing the Garigliano. There
are now over 2,000, 1939-45 war casualties commemorated in this
site. Of these, nearly 100 are unidentified.
